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WHAT IS JUNIOR HOCKEY?

Junior Hockey is the pinnacle of the skill development
program of USA Hockey. It is available to male athletes
who are 19 and under as of the 31st day of August preced-
ing the season of competition. The program is available to
high school students and graduates who seek a greater or
different challenge than that which might be available
through their prep school team, high school varsity or club
team or area midget teams. The principal purpose of this
development program is to prepare the athlete for career
advancement either in a collegiate program or a pro-
fessional opportunity.

WHAT ARE THE CLASSIFICA-
TIONS OF JUNIOR HOCKEY?

There are three classifications in Junior Hockey, Junior
“A”, Junior “B”, and Junior “C”.

JUNIOR “A”: All teams, in order to be classified as
Junior “A”, must compete in a League which is certified by
USA Hockey for competition at the Junior “A” level.
Junior “A” Leagues and teams provide a competitive
opportunity for the elite player in this age group on a
nationwide basis. Their role in the development of the
players, coaches and officials involved is clearly defined.
Standards for the operation of the Leagues and teams are
rigidly enforced and require that the teams competing in
these Leagues play a minimum of 45 regular season
League games in order to qualify to retain this status.
Currently, there are two Leagues certified by USA Hockey
for competition at the Junior “A” level: the United States
Hockey League (U.S.H.L.) and the North American Junior
Hockey League (N.A.JH.L)

WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF
JUNIOR HOCKEY?

The purpose of Junior Hockey is really two-fold:

1. Opportunity
To provide an opportunity for players in this age group
to play organized hockey; and

2. Development
To improve and develop the skills and abilities of the
participants, including the players, coaches and
officials.

Owverall, almost 3,000 players registered with USA
Hockey in 1989-90 to compete in the Junior classifica-
tion.

Because of its nationwide scope, a player, in order to
play Junior “A” hockey, is often required to move to and
reside in the community where the Junior “A” program is
located. For this reason, many players opt to compete in
their local Junior “B” or “C” programs.

GOALS OF JUNIOR HOCKEY

The goals of Junior Hockey as a USA Hockey program PN

are as follows:

1. Skill Development
To provide talented young men with the opportunity to
develop competitively in an organized. structured and
supervised environment;

2. Quality Coaching
To provide considerable training time. quality coaching
and concerned supervision;

3. Social Maturity
To provide players with a healthy, constructive environ-
ment in which to develop socially:

4. Educational Advancement
To provide assistance and opportunities for the accom-
plishment of the participant’s educational goals:

5. Recruiting Exposure
To provide players with exposure to collegiate and
professional scouts and recruiters:

6. Advanced Competition
To provide players with exposure to National and Inter-
national competition;

7. Amateur Status Protection
To protect, most importantly, the amateur status of all
participants under the rules and guidelines established
by the International Ice Hockey Federation, USA

COACHES AND OFFICIALS
ALSO DEVELOP

Herb Brooks and Lou Vairo, who coached the 1980
and 1984 U.S. Olympic Teams, respectively, began their
head coaching careers in Junior hockey. Kevin
Constatine, coach of the San Jose Sharks of the National
Hockey League, started his coaching career in the
USHL. Two of today’s top college head coaches, Doug
Woog of the University of Minnesota, and Frank
Serratore of Denver University, came from the Junior
ranks.

From an official’s standpoint, both Derek Martin and
Rob Hearn, who are involved with the NHL'’s trainee pro-
gram for officials, honed their skills working Junior hockey
games. Steve Piotrowski, Jim Sotiroff and Jeff Parrish, top
officials in the amateur hockey world, have extensive
Junior hockey experience. Don Adam a veteran of the
USHL officiated at the 1991 World Championships and
the 1992 Olympics.

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HISTORY OF UNITED STATES HOCKEY LEAGUE

The league, originally formed as the Midwest Junior
Hockey League in 1972, merged with the U.S. Hockey
League in 1977 and with all juniors in 1979.

. TheUSHL is aleague for 17-20 year old players. Each of
the teams play a 48 game league schedule starting in early
October and finishing in early March. Exhibition games
against college teams, league playoffs, etc. augment each
team’s schedule to about 60 games.

Quality coaching and extensive amounts of practice and
games provide a great training ground for potential college
and pro players. The league has a voluntary draft system to
help insure parity amongthe teams for season after season
of keen competition. In most seasons, the league cham-
pion is not determined until the final weekend. The league
attracts players from all over the USA from Maine to
Alaska. Occasionally a European player receives eligibility
to play.

In many respects the league helps players make the tran-
sition from high school hockey to college hockey. The extra
year of intense playing experience and improving skill
development, plus a year of physical growth and maturity
are often very advantageous for developing players who
are unsure of their abilities and potentials upon leaving
high school.

The league games are constantly scouted by the NHL
teams, NHL Central Scouting and Division 1 and 3
schools. Skill levels are evaluated and improvement
throughout the year is followed.

Because playing junior hockey often involves a player
having to move to the town of the team, the clubs help
arrange housing and part time jobs. Community involve-
ment by the players is encouraged by each club.

LEAGUE GOALS

1. Provide talented young players with an opportunity to
play competitive hockey.

2. Provide considerable training time and quality
coaching.

3. Involve players in national and international com-
petition.

4. Provide players exposure to college and pro coaches.

5. Further players educational goals while developing
their hockey skills.

6. Maintain a strictly amateur status with USA Hockey,
NCAA, WCHA, ECAC, CCHA and other organizations.

Players are not paid for performing in the USHL.

ANOTHER DREAM SEASON /

In 1992-93 the United States Hockey league again
maintained its position as the top Junior A hockey league
in North America. For the second straight year, a USHL
player was drafted in the first round of the NHL draft.
Nearly 100 players will move on to advance their hockey
and academic careers in college, and once again a USHL
team won the USA Hockey Jr. A National championship.

As has become expected, the league championship
race was very close, and last year the Omaha Lancers
outlasted the field and won the Anderson Cup as regular
season champs for the second time in four seasons. The
Lancers also won the Clark Cup playoff championship
for the third time in four seasons.

For eight straight years now, a USHL team has won
the national title, as the Dubuque Fighting Saints pre-
vailed in Indianapolis. In the current streak, six different
USHL franchises have won the national tournament, indi-
cating the owverall strength of the league. Dubuque also
captured its third title, which ties the Fighting Saints with
the Rochester Mustangs for the most tournament titles.

If you wonder about the enthusiasm for the USHL
consider these facts:

e More than 400,000 fans saw regular season games

e New ownership revitalized the Waterloo franchise

leading to record attendance there

e Wisconsin hopes to have similar success this year

e The Omaha Lancers sellout streak reached 88

games of 5,908 fans every game

e Des Moines had such big crowds that one night

even Rosanne Barr and her husband Tom Arnold
had to be turned away (no, she wasn't there to sing
the National Anthem)

e St. Paul moves to the 8,900 seat Mariucci Arena

The off-season proved very exciting for USHL alumni.
Former North lowa and Rochester coach Kevin
Constantine was named head coach of the NHL's San
Jose Sharks. Former Des Moines Coach Jim Wiley was
named head coach of the International Hockey League's
Kansas City Blades. Twins Chris and Peter Ferraro, who
starred for Dubuque and Waterloo, made Team USA for
a pre-Olympic tour and are likely to represent the United
States at the Winter Olympics in Norway in February.
Not to mention the USHL players who had lifelong
dreams come true by being drafted by NHL teams. One
former USHL referee, Don Adam signed a contract with
the NHL.

The night of dreams for USHL all-stars turned out to
be a fun night for the fans who attended the game at
North lowa. But it was a nightmare for the goalies, as the
North won the wild shootout, 10-5, in the highest scoring

all-star game in USHL history. Neil Donovan of the
Omaha Lancers became the first player from the North
squad to win the Ron Woodey trophy as the all-star MVP
as he had two goals and one assist. This year's game will
be hosted by the Thunder Bay Flyers as part of their
10th anniversary season in the USHL.

With such a successful season in 1992-93, the USHL
will continue to make dreams come true for fans, play-
ers, coaches, and officials in 1993-94.

While players have stellar careers with their USHL
teams, the league continues to have a top-notch track
record of alumni who have great careers in college and
pro hockey. It's not just the players who move on either.
Coaches and officials have also moved on to college,
international hockey, and the NHL.

This past year saw the USHL alumni shine at all levels.
Kevin Constantine became the most recent coach hired
by an NHL team, when the San Jose Sharks hired him.
Constantine coached at North Iowa and Rochester,
before moving into pro hockey. Other USHL coaches
who have coached in the NHL include Herb Brooks, and
Lou Vairo. Both of them also coached U.S. Olympic
teams, with Brooks engineering the memorable Miracle
on Ice gold medal victory at Lake Placid, New York in
1980.

Former players Gary Suter and Phil Housley are still
stars in the NHL. Former Des Moines goalie John Blue
has also made the big breakthrough after also playing on
the U.S. Olympic team. Greg Johnson carried his experi-
ence from Thunder Bay to national prominence with
North Dakota, and just completed a college career in
which he became the all-time assist leader for the
Western Collegiate Hockey Association.

Former North lowa and Rochester coach Kevin
Constantine has parlayed his USHL experience into a
successful pro coaching career that has landed him in the
NHL at the helm of the San Jose Sharks.

The USHL is also being recognized as one of the top
development leagues for officials. The NHL is regularly
signing former USHL officials for its trainee program.
This year former USHL whistle blower Don Adam will be
a contracted NHL official. After spending more than two
full seasons in the USHL Adam also worked the 1991
World Championships and 1992 Olympics. Several other
officials have moved into professional hockey after mak-
ing calls in the USHL.

So keep in mind, that on the ice, behind the bench, or
even in the striped shirts, the people you're seeing
tonight and throughout the season will probably be mak-
ing a big splash later in their hockey careers.

After a stellar career with the Thunder Bay Flyers, Greg
Johnson went on to become a 3-time All-American, 3-
time Hobey Baker finalist awarded to the top player in
college hockey, and set the all-time WCHA assist record
in his career at North Dakota.

RON WOODEY AWARD

One of the all-star administrators of the USHL and
amateur hockey in the United States was Mr. Ron
Woodey. Countless hockey players had their careers
directed by Mr. Woodey.

As one of the founders of the St. Paul Vulcans and the
USHL, Mr. Woodey had a vision of junior hockey that
took the sport from its nearly invisible roots to the high
profile it enjoys today. He was one of the architects of
the merger between the Midwest Junior League and the
United States Hockey League.

His goal was always to see hockey players realize their
full potential in the sport. He served as president of the
USHL from 1979 to 1981. He was league treasurer
from 1985 until his death in 1990. The USHL honors
Mr. Woodey’s memory every year at the all-star game
with an award to the game’s Most Valuable Player.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP
DUBUQUE MAKES IT A GREAT EIGHT FOR USHL

The Dubuque Fighting Saints carved their own niche in
junior hockey history at last year’s national Jr. A champi-
onship. The Fighting Saints victory on April 11 gave them
their third national title in franchise history, tying
Rochester for the most championships. It was also the
eighth straight win for a USHL team in the national tour-
nament.

The Fighting Saints capped one of the most dramatic
tournaments in recent years with a thrilling 9-7 victory over
the Kalamazoo Jr. K-Wings. Kalamazoo later had its run-
ner-up status stripped by USA Hockey for using an ineligi-
ble player during the tournament.

David Vallieres had a hat trick in the title game, and
Brian Zierke and Todd Cary each scored twice for
Dubuque. The other Fighting Saint goals came from Travis
Armstrong, and Ryan Furness, who scored the champi-
onship game winning goal with only 2:36 left in regulation
time.

While Dubuque outlasted the competition, the other
USHL entrants, Omaha and Des Moines also qualified for
the tournament semi-finals. It was the fourth straight year
the Lancers had advanced at least to the semi-finals.
During the round robin portion of the tournament, Omaha
had lost a 3-2 game in four overtimes to Kalamazoo. That
was the longest game in tournament history.

Des Moines entered the tourney as the defending
champs, and the Buccaneers went undefeated in the round
robin portion of the tourney. But the hopes of repeating as
national champs ended with a 3-2 overtime loss to
Kalamazoo in the semi-finals. The Buccaneers will host the
1994 Jr. A National Championship, and will be making
their third straight appearance in the national tournament.

Not only has the USHL dominated the championship
and playoff rounds of the tournament, with all three teams
making the playoffs, the USHL went 7-2 in the round
robin portion of the tournament, as well.
